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ARA - AWAITING RECEIPT OF APPLICATION

Instructions

An ARA form notifies the Center for Scientific Review (CSR) of impending receipt of a grant application of interest to NIAID based on one or more of the following circumstance(s):

· Discussions between Institute/Center (IC) staff and the principal investigator (PI) prior to submission of an application which, by nature of the proposed research, is of interest to more than one IC based on current PHS Referral Guidelines. The ARA will form the basis for discussion with staff of the requesting IC if assignment is questioned by another IC(s) with overlapping programmatic interests.

· Request for waiver of receipt date for an application submitted for IC review i.e., an application in response to a request for applications (RFA) or PAR (Program Announcement with Special Referral - all applications will be referred automatically to one IC for review and administration). The ARA alerts the Referral Office of willingness to accept an application for IC review after the published receipt date.

· Assignment of a new unsolicited application requesting $500,000 or more annual direct costs. (See Big Grant procedures.)

No ARA action is required for the following:

· Future new investigator-initiated grant applications within NIAID referral guidelines, unless over $500,000.

· Future competing renewal NIAID investigator-initiated grant applications within NIAID referral guidelines, unless over $500,000.

· ARAs must be sent through the Referral Office Liaison (Jo Ann Stesney or Allan Czarra) for internal NIAID approval/signature for submission to CSR.

· ARA for an unsolicited application that will be reviewed by CSR must be received by the Referral Office before the receipt date. ARA for waiver of receipt date for a solicited (RFA/PAR) application is contingent on agreement of the Scientific Review Program to accept for review.

· If program staff want to be informed of the action taken by the referral officer, fill in the “RETURN TO:” section of the ARA form with your name and address. A copy of the ARA - including the number of the application - will be returned to you.

· ARAs are filed according to PI’s last name and are active for 6 months. If receipt date changes, a revised ARA form must be submitted.
